Reply of the Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt

to the joint communication from a group of special rapporteurs (AL EGY 10/2025)

concerning Gasser Hussein Mohamed Abdel Razek, Karim Medhet Ahmad Ennarah,

Mohamed Abdel-Moneim Mahmoud Bashir, Mohamed Hassan Salaheddin El-Baqer and

Ahmed Samir Abdel-Hai Ali (known as Ahmed Samir Sintawi)

In submitting the present reply, the Government of Egypt underscores its genuine desire to

interact positively with United Nations special procedures and to fulfil its international human

rights obligations. The reply seeks to bring transparency and to correct an understanding that might

be based on politicized or erroneous information.

In the light of the current situation, and as the communication concerns a topic that has

already been addressed in replies to numerous prior communications, the response of the

Government of Egypt will seek to address the communication as a whole without reiterating

information previously provided to mandate holders.

Legal position of Gasser Hussein Mohamed Abdel Razek, Karim Medhet Ahmad Ennarah

and Mohamed Abdel-Moneim Mahmoud Bashir

- The investigation by the State Prosecution Office into Supreme State Security case No. 855

of 2020 revealed information indicating that these individuals were involved, with others, in a

terrorist plot to arouse hostility against the Egyptian State by disseminating and broadcasting false

statements and news, and inciting citizens to gather and commit hostile acts.

- The investigations showed that these persons had held meetings in their own residences and

at the headquarters of the Egyptian Initiative for Personal Rights during which they agreed to use

their personal social media accounts to spread fake news and rumours and issue statements against

the State and its institutions. They used online chat rooms and flyers placed on display in well-

frequented public areas inciting citizens to commit acts of violence against the State by magnifying

sectarian problems and encouraging citizens to gather together, block public roads and carry out

violent acts in order to create a situation of chaos.

- The persons in question were released on 4 December 2020. Subsequently, the Prosecutor

General issued an order prohibiting both Gasser Abdel Razek and Karim Ennarah from “travelling

and from disposing of the funds and assets of the Egyptian Initiative for Personal Rights” pending

the outcome of the aforementioned case.
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Legal position of Mohamed Hassan Salaheddin El-Baqer

- This individual – who belongs to the Muslim Brotherhood terrorist group – was arrested on

29 September 2019 and placed in preventive custody in connection with Supreme State Security

case No. 1356/2019, which concerns “broadcasting false news.” The State Prosecution Office

registered the aforementioned case as Emergency State Security Misdemeanour case No. 1228/2021

before the court of New Cairo and a sentence of 4 years’ imprisonment was handed down against

the individual concerned. The court also ordered to suspend his preventive custody in case No.

1356/2019 until he had served the sentence. On 21 August 2020, he was observed communicating

with others “from inside his cell” and instructing them to escalate their hostile activities against the

State. Formal legal proceedings were duly launched, he was referred to the State Prosecution Office

under Supreme State Security case No. 855/2020 and ordered to remain in detention for 15 days, to

begin following the completion of his sentence in the other case.

- On 20 July 2023, the person in question was released under a presidential pardon in

Emergency State Security Misdemeanour case No. 1228/2021. For its part, the State Prosecution

Office ordered his release in cases No. 1356/2019 and No. 855/2020.

- The Government can state that the allegation contained in the communication is untrue, as

there is nothing to indicate any listing on the database of frozen assets or the imposition of a travel

ban.

Legal position of Ahmed Samir Abdel-Hai Ali (known as Ahmed Samir Sintawi)

- This individual – who belongs to the Muslim Brotherhood terrorist group – has already been

sentenced to a term of imprisonment of 3 years in case No. 774/2021 on charges of spreading fake

news and rumours with the aim of inciting violence, intimidating citizens and undermining public

order and trust in State institutions.

- On 30 July 2022, the person in question was released under a presidential pardon in the

aforementioned case.

- The Government can state that the allegation contained in the communication is untrue, as

there is nothing to indicate any listing on the database of frozen assets or the imposition of a travel

ban.

In conclusion, the Egyptian Government wishes to reaffirm its commitment to promoting

and protecting the human rights and fundamental freedoms of all citizens, without discrimination.

All the measures against the individuals in question were taken by an independent and impartial

body, and all judicial and legal proceedings were consistent with national and international law. The

Government also wishes to reaffirm that it will continue to combat terrorist organizations within the

limits set by the Constitution and the law, in accordance with fundamental democratic principles.
